The work safety administrative departments, health
administrative departments, and labor and social security administrative
departments of the people's governments at and above the county level
(hereinafter together referred to as the “departments of occupational health
supervision and administration”) shall strengthen communication and
cooperate closely with each other and, according to their respective functions,
legally exercise powers and assume responsibilities.

registration or approval of import issued by the relevant departments, and
other information to the health administrative department and work safety
administrative department of the State Council. Radioactive isotopes, radial
equipment, and items containing radioactive substances shall be imported
according to the relevant state provisions.

Any units and personnel are not allowed to manufacture, sell or market, and
use the hazardous chemicals, whose production, operation, and usage are
banned by the State. Any units and personnel should not use the hazardous
chemicals by breaking the restrictive provisions set up by the State.

9.8.2 Protection of lactating women at work

11.4.4 Criminal liability

Summary / Citation: If any employee of a factory, mine, tree farm,
construction enterprise or any other enterprise or institution disobeys
management or violates rules and regulations or, if anyone forces employees
to work under hazardous conditions in violation of rules, thereby causing an
accident involving heavy casualties or causing other serious consequences, he
shall be sentenced to fixed term imprisonment of not more than three years or
criminal detention; if the circumstances are especially flagrant, he shall be
sentenced to fixed term imprisonment of not less than three years but not

more than seven years.
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Where the facilities for operational safety of a factory, mine, tree farm,
construction enterprise or any other enterprise or institution do not meet
State requirements and no measures are taken to remove the hidden danger
of accident after the warning given by the departments concerned or
employees of the unit, so that an accident involving heavy casualties occurs or
other serious consequences ensue, the person who is directly responsible for
the accident shall be sentenced to fixed term imprisonment of not more than
three years or criminal detention; if the circumstances are especially flagrant,
he shall be sentenced to fixed term imprisonment of not less than three years
but not more than seven years.
