Major laws on Occupational Safety and Health Act (Act 514)

The Occupational Safety and Health Act 1994 (OSHA 1994) provides the
legislative framework to promote, stimulate and encourage high standards of
safety and health at work. Besides that, this Act give the duty to the
employer of the workplace to protect the safety and health of the other person
who were not their workers as well. It is a self-regulatory approach on which
the responsibility for occupational safety and health at workplace are shared
between the employers and the workers since the employers are the ones who
provide the working environment which gives rise to hazards at work and the

workers are the ones who have to work with these hazards.
